Brush Knif
(Brushes can be bristle, sable, or nylon. You could try one of each to see what the difference is, if you like.
Softer brushes are good for washes without showing the brushmark, firmer brushes are good for loading with

paint and painting thickly. The greater the variety of brushes, the more mark making opportunities you have.)
