• Paste Flux and brush 

• Sawblades: sizes 2/0 and 4/0 recommended 

• Drill bits, sandpaper, etc.

o Copper and/or Brass sheet: 20g (3x3” minimum), 24g (6x6” minimum) 

o Copper/brass 26g sheet (optional) 

• Copper and brass wire in 20g, 16g
